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Introduction

The five operational programs of the Montana HistrSociety—Research Center, Museum,
Education and Outreach, Historic Preservation,Rudlications—provide essential services to
Treasure State citizens living in all of Montanfy/-six counties. Listed below is a brief
summary of just a few of the Society’s statewidemfigs for 2007 and 2008. On the pages that
follow, more detail is given in regard to some lué specific services rendered to the residents of
each county.

Montana County History Initiative: The Montana County History Initiative
(MCHI) is the Montana Historical Society’s latetatewide outreach effort. The
goals of this broad-based initiative areébtald relationshipsamong people working
with Montana’s local history and heritage resouyeesl toprovide supporin the

form of training and expertise. The Montana HistrSociety hopes to assist
counties and local governments, museums, librareams educators in celebrating the
riches of their own community heritage. Phasedrtbe project resulted in the
creation of a statewide steering committee as agethe commitment to six (6)
regional MCHI conferences funded by the Montanadiisal Society.

The Montana Memory Project: The "Montana Memory Project” is an on-line
collection of digital materials relating to Montasaultural heritage. Access is free
and open through the Internet. Many of the itemsskd in the Montana Memory
Project are digitized copies of historic matersame items are contemporary. All
serve as a resource for education, business, péeamd lifelong learning. Many
Montanalibraries, museums, archives, and cultural institutons have added and
are in the process of adding materials to this gceimgnsive collection. Contents
include digital newspapers, maps, copies of phajulys, rare books, historic
documents, diaries, oral histories, audio and vidgs, paintings, illustrations, art,
etc. The Montana Historical Society Research Cart@rides financial and technical
support for the project, and is a contributingitnsion.

Montana History Wiki: The Montana History Wiki is an online electronic
collection of information gathered to help guideaarchers to the resources available
through the Montana Historical Society Researcht€etlt is designed to assist
researchers in finding the best resource for fr@ijects or topics. The wiki includes
sources not available elsewhere, such as index¢sddMHS Montana Newspaper
holdings and vertical files. The Wiki also contatollaborative projects designed to
meet the needs of particular groups: these indlueld.ewis and Clark County
History Project and the County Initiative supporMdntana County History Project.
It includes bibliographies for a wide range of Mam topics from Montana African
Americans to Women'’s Clubs as well as a sectioMontana Trivia. The Montana
History Wiki is designed to expand with the neetlaral evolving interests of



Montana’s citizens and others interested in Mortaneh history and cultural
heritage.

Montana: Stories of the Land In 2008 the Historical Society published a much-
needed and long-awaited, middle school-level, stetory textbook. Due to
generous grants from the Washington FoundationSteele-Reese Foundation, and
the Office of Public Instruction-Indian Educatiaor All Office, the Society was able
to donate 5,000 free copies of this textbook to detiools located in fifty-four
counties. Efforts are currently under way to segquineate funding to pay for the
printing and donation of 5,000 additional copiesha textbook for schools that did
not receive them in the initial application process

Footlocker and Curriculum Resources: The Montana Historical Society provides a
wide range of resources created for use in thesmam and by home-schools.
Footlockers contain hands-on objects and User Guwdeineteen different topics;
the User Guides provide instructions for classrdmmfe-school use and include
historical narratives, a bibliography, lessons, erfdrmation on the ways in which
these resources comply with Montana StandardsdoiaSStudies guidelines. The
Society also offers a selection of online curricalguides on Montana-history
themes for use in the classroom. For studentsnasag the State's history, our

Exhibits and Tours: The Montana Historical Society Museum features thaiy-
term and temporary exhibits. Currently, the Edwratind Outreach Program offers a
variety of docent-led, age-appropriate tours ofmtana Homeland exhibit and the
Mackay Gallery of Charles M. Russell Art. Pre-vimitd post-visit lesson for some
tours are also available on-line for teachers tomete with their students before and
after their visits to the Museum.
