National Register Certificates
BEAVERHEAD COUNTY

Elkhorn-Coolidge Historic District, Wise River vicinity
Owned by: Beaverhead NF

Accepted by Darren Olsen, Wise River District Ranger

A large ore processing mill, lumber mills, tramways and other mine structures, as well as the ghost town of Coolidge, mark the Elkhorn-Coolidge Historic District. These public remains from the 1910s and 1920s provide an important reminder of industrial mining in Montana in the early twentieth century. 

Van Camp–Tash Ranch, outside Dillon

One of the oldest ranches in the Dillon area, the Van Camp-Tash Ranch still has buildings dating from the 1860s. Its log barn and home are exceptional examples of piece-by-piece log construction and rare Montana remnants of early French-Canadian building techniques. 

CARBON COUNTY

Kero Farmstead Historic District, near Red Lodge

The fourteen historic structures that make up the Kero farmstead include log, stone, and frame buildings. The property outside of Red Lodge is one of the finest examples of an extant Finnish farmstead in the Rocky Mountains. 
Red Lodge Brewery & Cannery Historic District

In 1910, the prominent architectural firm of Link and Haire designed the monumental Red Lodge Brewery. The three-story wooden addition constructed in 1927 represents the building's second life, after it became a pea cannery during the Prohibition. 

CHOTEAU COUNTY

First National Bank of Geraldine

The first brick structure in Geraldine, this neo-classically inspired bank was built in 1914. The building—which remains in use as a bank —is a monument to the Montana homesteading boom and the farmers it was built to serve. 

DEER LODGE COUNTY

Anaconda Saddle Club

An octagonal Rustic style clubhouse distinguishes the Anaconda Saddle Club, making it one of Montana’s most unique recreational facilities. Built in the mid-1940s, its five barns, arena, and other buildings hosted club activities as well as regional rodeos and horse shows.  

FERGUS COUNTY

Abraham and Mary Walton Hogeland House, Lewistown

Abraham and Mary Hogeland had this residence moved to Lewistown in 1895 when the ranch family needed a house in town. The gable-front-and-wing home was originally an officers' quarter at Fort Maginnis. 

FLATHEAD COUNTY

Lake McDonald Lodge Coffee Shop

Kalispell architect Burt Gewalt's design for the Lake McDonald Lodge Coffee Shop incorporated Swiss chalet references to echo the nearby historic General Store. This makes it one of the few National Park Service Mission 66 buildings designed to reflect an existing park style.  

Wheeler Camp, on Lake McDonald

Montana's dynamic U.S. Senator Burton K. Wheeler and his wife Lulu followed the Rustic Style of the National Park Service in building their Glacier Park retreat. This boundary increase adds the outbuildings to the cabin which was previously listed in the National Register. 
GALLATIN COUNTY

Stateler Memorial Methodist Church, in Willow Creek

The 1915 Stateler Memorial Methodist Church combines the nostalgic Neo-Gothic style with modern concrete block construction. It serves as the second home to one of Montana's oldest Methodist congregations and a spiritual and social center for Willow Creek. 

GLACIER COUNTY

The Cut Bank Municipal Airport and Army Air Force Base

The Cut Bank Airport began as a private airfield in 1930, then functioned as one of Montana’s satellite B-17 training bases during World War II, and has since served as a commercial airport. Its historic runways and structures tell the story of Montana’s role in the war effort and of early aviation history in the state. 
Chief Mountain Border Station and Quarters, near Babb

National Park Service architect A. Paul Brown designed the 1939 Chief Mountain Border Station. The Rustic-style building reflects twentieth-century recreation and transportation trends, particularly the growing number of tourists visiting Glacier National Park by car.
The Logan Pass Visitor Center

The Logan Pass Visitor Center is as an exceptional representation of the National Park Service's Mission 66 program. This initiative was designed to meet escalating modern visitor demands in the post World War II era. 

The Saint Mary Visitor Center

The Saint Mary Visitor Center also exemplifies the National Park Service's Mission 66 program. The Kalispell, Montana, architectural firm of Brinkman and Lenon designed the Modernist building, which still greets visitors at one of Glacier's main points of entry.
GOLDEN VALLEY COUNTY

Lavina State Bank

Through prosperity and depression, the Lavina State Bank took care of its customers from 1909 to 1923. The building went on to serve a useful life as a post office, community center, and home to the Freemasons who have preserved its classic western ambiance.   

LAKE COUNTY

The Big Arm School, in Lake County

The Big Arm School reflects important associations with the history of education and the development of Big Arm. Built in the mid-1910s, the building is also an excellent and important example of early twentieth century one-room schoolhouse design. 

LEWIS & CLARK COUNTY

Alice Creek Historic District, near Lincoln

The multi-layered history of the Alice Creek Historic District extends back to 5000 BP. Important to our understanding of native use of the Northern Rockies, this trail-based district also has significant associations with the Lewis and Clark Expedition and the arrival of Jesuit missionaries to western Montana.
Charles A. Broadwater House, Helena

Billy sends his regrets that he can’t be here and we will be sure to mail him his certificate.

George Appleton designed this summer home for Colonel Charles Broadwater to complement his nearby Broadwater Hotel and Natatorium. A stellar example of the Shingle style, the home is the only significant surviving structure associated with the famed Helena resort.   

The Francis and Hannah Pope House, Helena

Architect T. W. Welter transformed a modest one-story home into this grand, Eastlake style showplace. The 1880s Pope residence and elaborate carriage house celebrate the permanency Helena realized when the Northern Pacific Railroad put the town on its transcontinental route. 

LINCOLN COUNTY

Libby High School

Built at a time of growth and prosperity, the historic Libby High School has anchored its community since 1916. We recognize this school today for its significance to Libby's educational history and community development and as well as for its architectural values. 

MADISON COUNTY

In the mid 1860s, a widow with two small children established this ranch, which is significant for its associations with women’s history and area agricultural traditions. The Fenton family and their descendants have maintained the working ranch for the last 70 years. 

MISSOULA COUNTY

The Roxy Theater, an addendum to the Missoula University Area Historic District

The Art Deco details of the reinforced-concrete Roxy Theater celebrated the possibilities of the modern age. Built in 1937, the theater also recalls the golden age of cinema—and the popularity of movies during the Great Depression. Its exterior has been recently restored to its original grandeur.
MUSSELSHELL COUNTY

Roundup Central School

The noted architectural firm of Link and Haire designed Central School in Roudup. They took their inspiration from the Italian Renaissance and Romanesque styles for the symmetrical stone building, which was constructed in two phases in 1911 and 1914.
PARK COUNTY

Chicken Creek Farmstead Historic District, near Clyde Park

The isolated Chicken Creek farmstead is an important reminder of the Shields Valley’s long and rich agricultural history. With the restoration of the original buildings, the property is a poignant and beautiful reminder of a century of land tenure. 

POWELL COUNTY

The Deer Lodge Central Business District
This district is made up of 45 Contributing buildings owned by various Deer Lodge residents (each of whom will receive a certificate in the mail).

Miners, traders, movers and shakers traveled the well-trodden path to Deer Lodge, one of Montana’s earliest commercial hubs and home to many historic resources. The evolution and preservation of its architecturally diverse Commercial District reflects the inspiration of its citizens both past and present. 
ROSEBUD COUNTY

St. Philip’s Episcopal Church in Rosebud

In 1906 Rosebud residents joined together to build St. Philips Episcopal Church. Boasting a bell tower and stained glass imported from Bavaria, the log church is a reminder of the homesteaders who constructed and worshipped within it. 

WIBAUX COUNTY

Vogt-Nunberg Farm/Homestead, near Wibaux

The beautifully maintained buildings of the Vogt-Nunberg Farm manifest the optimism of the Eastern Montana homesteading boom. The farm also reflects the tenacity of the Nunberg family, which purchased the farm in 1929 and continues to preserve the house, barn and other historic agricultural structures on the property. 
YELLOWSTONE COUNTY

L&L Building, Billings

Significant for its association with Billings' historic Chinese neighborhood, the L&L Building is one of the oldest extant brick commercial buildings in downtown Billings. It is also an excellent and well preserved example of late 19th century commercial block design, now adaptively re-used and revitalized as a unique SUBWAY restaurant. 

Oliver Building, Billings

Completed in 1910, the Oliver Building reflects the large-scale industrial/commercial architecture associated with Billings’ early twentieth century economic boom. Influenced by the Chicago Style of design, the four-story masonry building is also a fine local example of period commercial architecture. 
Harold and Marion Ruth Residence, Billings

Billings architect Everett Terrell designed this classic 1950s Ranch style home on a remote cliff overlooking the Alkali Creek valley. Even though Billings expanded around it, the home continues to blend into its natural surroundings, evoking the town’s not-so-distant rural past.
